Tab B ADMINISTRATION:

(Finding 1):  Numerous publication need attention.  
Although this finding was corrected within an hour after it was identified, the Administration Officer has taken steps to make sure this will not happen again.  It is the goal of the Administration Officer to have these updated no later than monthly.

Tab M OPERATIONS:

(Finding 2):  CD Flying time information reported via CAP counter-drug channels is significantly different from CD time reported via the CAP Form 18 process.  A large portion of the problem may be the fact that XX’s internal flying time reporting from (NEWG Form 7) had not been updated to reflect mission symbol changes that occurred with the Aug 98 revision of CAPR 60-1.  
A revised copy of the XX WG Form 7 (reflecting the change above) was finalized in August 1999, and forwarded to all squadrons with corporate aircraft.  In addition a letter dated August 24, 1999 accompanied the revised Form 7 with a request to report August 1999 flying hours on the new form.  Copies of the correspondence and new form are enclosed. 

For the August 1999 reporting period, all squadrons with corporate aircraft used the Revised Wing Form 7.  To ensure compliance distribution of the revised Form 7 is being forwarded to all XX WG pilots to alert them to the revisions and to educate them on the appropriate symbols to use in completing the form.  This will also be an on-going training process for all Wing pilots. 

We feel this will be the mechanism for us to track CD flight time more accurately.

TAB P  SAFETY:

(Finding 3):  The wing does not know the names of all the assigned unit safety officers as required by CAPR 62-1.  In addition, to the Administration Officer, the Director of Safety should maintain a list of all unit safety officers.  This information (names/phone numbers/e-mail addresses) will make corresponding easier.  
Immediately after the inspection the Safety Officer sent out a request to each squadron commander to supply the name, address, telephone number and e-mail address for each assigned Safety Officer.  The Wing Safety Officer now has a complete list of all unit Safety Officers.  The Wing Safety Officer has initiated a policy of the aforementioned information to accompany the annual Safety Survey.  This policy also required the unit commanders to supply the information if there is a change before the annual report is submitted.
