CAP2 = 7th grade 
CAP3 = 8th grade 
CAP4 = 9th grade 
CAP5 = 10th grade 
CAP6 = 11th grade 

 

The fifth and sixth characters: 
S1 (or S2) represent the semester 
that the lesson plan is instructed.
