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CO, DE, FL, KY, MA, ME, MD, MI, MN, MO, NatCap, NC, ND, OK, OR, PA, SC, SD, TX, VT, VA, WA, WV, and WI (24) wings and MER, PCR and SER (3) regions provided an End-of-Year Report for FY 2003, representing 316 DDR-qualified units. They represent 82.75% of the wings and 100% of the regions that received funding in FY 03.

Following is a summary of these reports. 

Goal #1: Establish and maintain an active and productive DDR Program associated with each Air Force installation and other related agencies in your wing.

I. With which of the above organizations (A thru H) have you conducted DDR related programs between 1 Oct and 30 Sep (this reporting year)?

The agencies and programs that CAP units worked jointly were, in part, active duty AF bases & National Guard for encampment support and community outreach programs. The National Guard also supported training classes, operated a Low Ropes Course, assisted with model rocketry programs, and provided substance abuse prevention presentations. The Navy & CAP worked together on the DEFY (Drug Education for Youth) program and the Navy provided DDR support at CAP encampments. The DEA provided speakers for DDR briefings and assistance during the annual Red Ribbon Week campaign. The FBI also provided speakers for DDR briefings, as did Governor’s Office Drug Program and  Attorney General’s officer personnel. The Marines hosted encampments and provided DDR speakers while the USCG hosted a CAP Squadron. DARE hosted a CAP Group conference and provide a DDR presentation. In PA, the state police conducted a DDR presentation.

All of the responding wings but 1 has a DDR Administrators. Delaware did not as of 30 Sep 03.  The regions that responded have DDR Coordinators.

Only 9 of the responding wings have a Cadet Assistant DDRA. PA has C/DDRAs at the Group level.

There are 86 Cadet Assistant DDROs in squadrons from the 24 wings responding.

AFB activities included: Fatal Vision goggles demonstrations (one AFB unit had zero DUI arrests even though the rest of the base units had 21 arrests during the summer); participation at Family Day activities and Open Houses with Color Guard presentations and the DDR display; Red Ribbon Week support where CAP red ribbons were given to everybody coming on Base; air shows with DDR display. 

Community Awareness activities included: red ribbons distributed to elementary schools during Red Ribbon Week; flyers were distributed to retail grocery, liquor and convenience stores that talked about a new product containing alcohol being marketed to children; assisted with local parades (logistics and crowd control); county fairs (logistics and color guard demonstration; color guard presentations at schools; Science Day/Fair events (DDR display); Business Day (DDR display).

TYPE OF EVENTS

The majority of the events were encampments. In addition, members participated in: the Red Ribbon Campaign; CAP classes; community outreach programs; Low Ropes Course; DDR seminars; and, Open House events.

C. How was DDR equipment used?

The most used piece of equipment used this year was the TV/VCR. The wings used them to show substance abuse prevention videos. DDR displays were often utilized at community outreach events. Those regions & wings that have them used Fatal Vision goggles extensively at encampments and other events for cadets and seniors. Color Guard/Honor Guard equipment was used in presentations primarily in schools. One unit loans its TV/VCR to a local community development agency for underprivileged teen to watch television programs & videos after school, under adult supervision. DDR displays were used at many community events.

TYPE OF EVENTS

CO, ME, MN, MO, NATCAP, NC, OK, PA, SC, VA, WA, WV wings and PCR offered activities to educate adults. The activities included: DDR Workshops, Encampments, DDR Seminars, Corporate Leadership Courses, Squadron Leadership Schools, wing staff meetings, and training during Squadron meetings. 

B. What advertising or PSAs was the Wing or Squadrons responsible for?  (For newspapers or magazines, send copy of ad.  For TV or radio, send script.) 
Most of the responding wings did no advertising. Those that did provided press releases to local and statewide media, placed ads in newspapers, placed flyers in local schools and had squadrons publish newsletters that included a substance abuse prevention message. MO wing uses radio and print ads supplied by Partnership for a Drug-Free America. 

C. In few words, describe how the Wing promotes zero-tolerance at meetings and activities (for example, no smoking signs in meeting areas).

All but 4 wings post No Smoking signs in the squadron area. One wing (VA) has a No Smoking sign in all CAP vehicles. All wings provide substance abuse prevention information for members. Several wings have a no smoking policy when cadets are present. One wing (WV) has eliminated the “social hour” prior to wing conferences and meetings. One wing (MI) did not provide the above information.

D. In your opinion, how many adults are needed to successfully conduct CAP DDR activities in your Wing? 

An average of 13 more adults per wing are needed to successfully conduct CAP DDR activities, according to the wings that responded.
