


Leadership

The leadership exam is a 60-question, closed-book, multiple-choice
test. You will have 60 minutes to complete this exam. Test questions
are based on Leadership 2000 Volumes 1-3; CAPM 39-1, CAP Uniform
Manual, CAPR 52-16, Cadet Program Management, chapters 1 and 2; and
AFMAN 36-2203, Drill and Ceremonies, which is also known as the CAP
Drill and Ceremonies Manual. The passing score is 80%.

Aerospace Education

The aerospace exam is a 60-question, closed-book, multiple-choice test.
You will have 60 minutes to complete this exam. Test questions are
derived from Aerospace: The Journey of Flight. The passing score is 80%.

Physical Fitness

The physical fitness exam is the standard cadet physical fitness test
(CPFT). You will be granted sufficient time to change into athletic
clothing and warm-up. See CAPP 52-18, Cadet Physical Fitness Program
for details about the CPFT.

Moral Leadership

For the moral leadership portion of the Spaatz Award exam, you
must write an essay in response to a moral issue relevant to CAP
cadets. Review chapter 10 in Leadership 2000 for guidance on how to
write an argumentative essay. The essay is graded pass or fail for
organization, content, and grammar (see CAPR 52-16, figure 2-7).

Frequently Asked Questions About the Exam

How do I request the exam?

Send a memo or email to your unit commander and wing commander, in
turn, requesting permission to take the Spaatz Award exams. Include
your full name, charter number, CAPID, home address, email address,
phone number(s), date of birth, and date of your Eaker Award. Also
indicate how many times you have attempted the Spaatz Award exams. If
your unit and wing commander approve your request, contact your state
director to schedule the exam. See CAPR 52-16, paragraph 2-10 for details.

What are the age requirements?
To earn the Spaatz Award, you must pass all required test elements
before your 21st birthday. You are ineligible to test after turning 21.

Where and when and how is the test administered?

The exam will be administered at a time and place mutually agreeable
to the state director and cadet. For details on how the exam is
administered, see CAPP 52-13, Spaatz Exam Test Administrator’s Guide.

May I take the exam out of state if I am a college student?

Yes. Request the exam following the usual procedures, but contact
your home wing’s CAP-USAF office and request permission to test
out of state. If your request is approved, contact the state director who
you want to administer the exam and make an appointment to test.

How many attempts are cadets allowed?

You are allowed a maximum of three attempts at the Spaatz Award
exam. If fail at your first attempt, you may make a second attempt 60
days after your first attempt. If you fail your second attempt, you
may make a third attempt 120 days after your second attempt. If you
fail your third attempt, you will no longer be eligible to test.

How are re-tests handled?

If you fail one or more portions of the exam, you must retake those
portions and pass them to earn the Spaatz Award. For the re-test, you
will be administered a different version of the exam, except for the
CPFT which does not change. You do not need to retake portions of
the exam that you passed during a previous attempt. To request a re-
test, follow the same procedures you used for your first attempt.

What if I can’t perform the CPFT?

If you have been classified a physical fitness Category I cadet for the
majority of your cadet membership, you should have little difficulty
with the CPFT as the standards are only slightly higher than
achievement 16’s requirements. Cadets in Category II are not eligible
to test until they return to Category I or are determined by a physician
to have a medical condition or injury of a permanent nature. Waivers
will not be granted. Category III cadets are exempt from a portion of
the CPFT. Category IV cadets are exempt from the entire CPFT. For
